Many people have asked for a physical address for Saturday's Toy Town, which will be held in a large, paved parking lot near Tyler Pipe Company in Macungie, Pa. While there is no street address to give you for the lot, the following should help.  Read to the bottom for GPS assistance.  See you at the show!

Our outdoor toy town vendors are allowed to set up on Friday morning, so any of them that come that day will most likely be selling throughout the day. There's just no guarantee of how many will come Friday vs Saturday, and how many will only be there Saturday.  You can get there on Friday, and maybe get early deals, or wait til Saturday and have more vendors to see.  

The Toy Town lot is immediately off of Route 100 (Main Street) as you enter the North side of Macungie.  If you are traveling Southbound on Route 100 you will pass the Weis and Turkey Hill on the left, and then Bear Swamp Beverage and the Rita's Italian Ice on the right. Immediately after that, and before the train tracks, there is an entrance into the lot on your left.  If you cross over the train tracks you've gone too far.

From the South, traveling Northbound on Route 100, you will go completely through Macungie until you cross the train track on the North side. Immediately after the train tracks is the entrance into the lot on the right.

For GPS purposed, the physical address for Bear Swamp Beverage and/or Rita's Italian Ice (which are across the street) is 100 West Main Street, Macungie, PA 18062.

There is also an indoor Toy Show being held on Saturday at nearby Eyer Middle School, which is just a few blocks Southeast of Macungie Memorial Park.  There will be transportation throughout the day between the park, and both Toy Shows.

Hope this helps, and we hope to see you there. Remember, Das Awkscht Fescht, one of the country's largest Antique and Classic Car Shows runs from August 6th through the 8th at beautiful Macungie Memorial Park, in the center of town, right off Route 100.   There are arts & crafts from over 100 vendors, a huge flea market, live musical performances, kids' entertainment and activities and great food all weekend.
